If a visiting Englishman utter this phrase in America, the reaction can be about such: "Are you trying to be smart or what?”.

They also were the first who simplify such expressions as to want to wanna, in the sense of want , going  until gonna, within the meaning of collected , meaning , got to gotta, the meaning must , obliged. And the Americans , though mostly in the spoken language ( see what will happen in 25 years ) , gradually replacing the form of a third party does form first and second person do. Moreover, and in denial, too! But the British gradually adopt this trend, exemplified by the line from a song by the group "The Beatles": She's got a ticket to ride, but she do not care.

Changes in the American version were made and in many irregular verbs that have become subject to the general rules of English grammar and are often used as correct. For example, the "burn " to burn ( Brit . Burn - burnt - burnt), " spoil , prejudicial " to spoil ( Brit . Spoil - spoilt - spoilt) and others).3
